Restoration of the North Grounds Historic Fence

The fence surrounding the White House grounds spans approximately 3,280
feet and is composed of an ornamental iron picket fence atop a short stone
base that, in total, stands 7 to 8 feet tall. It consists of approximately 366
fence panels, 11 pedestrian gates, 6 vehicular gates, and 20 masonry piers,
dating to the early 19th century, that flank the gates at various locations.
Damage, repairs, and alterations have occurred during many presidential
administrations. The overall condition of the fence varies and suffers
deterioration on all elements, including the ironwork, coping stones, base
stones, gates, metal hardware, and masonry piers.

A 2010 report documented all the needed repairs. In early 2012, the
National Park Service Historic Preservation Training Center started the
restoration process. In 2014 through 2015 they restored the North Grounds
Historic Fence. Sections of the metal fence were removed and taken to

an off-site facility to remove paint and rust, provide repair, and replace
damaged and missing components. While the metal fence was off-site, the
stone base was repaired, using a Dutchman repair and other methods of

preservation treatment.

Reconstruct East Executive Avenue and Southeast Gatehouses and
Restore Gates

As a part of an ongoing effort by the US Secret Service to upgrade facilities
at the White House, the gatehouses on East Executive Avenue and the South
Grounds southeast were replaced. The new structures’ overall architectural
style, appearance, materials, and finishes are consistent with the Commission
of Fine Arts’ approved design established for the site. The booths are clad
with Indiana limestone with a base plinth of carnelian granite. The roof
material is a standing seam terne-coated stainless steel. The gatehouse on
the South Grounds was moved to the north side of the roadway. While the
gatehouses were under construction, the fence gates were removed and sent
off-site for restoration. The gates were stripped, repaired, repainted,

and re-installed.

Replace North Portico Pavers and Create New Accessible Ramp

The elements had taken their toll on the marble pavers on the White House
North Portico. The pavers were cracked and stained, and repaired many
times over the years. Also, the marble finish posed a slipping hazard. The
original portico did not have an accessibility ramp and a metal ramp was used
for this purpose for many years. To solve both of these issues a new portico,
with an accessibility ramp, was installed using granite cut from the same
quarry as the granite surrounding the portico that was installed in 2014.

The
table and benches were designed and created specifically for the Kitchen
Garden, using reclaimed wood from all over the United States, including
some significantly historic sites. Many sites were former presidents’ homes
including those of Thomas Jefferson, James Madison, and James Monroe.
Other wood is reclaimed from iconic American places including the Heinz
Pickle factory and a Napa Valley, California, vineyard. One piece came from
the birthplace of Martin Luther King, Jr.
